e The City was recognized for achieving Step 3, the highest step currently
attainable, in the Minnesota GreenStep City program. As one of 67
participating cities, Shoreview is helping lead the way in sustainability
across the state. The program is voluntary and focuses on cost savings,
energy use reduction and encourages civic innovation.

e The City adopted its preliminary tax levy of $10,267,918 and a preliminary
HRA tax levy of $95,000 for 2015. This preliminary levy is $154,753 lower
than the amount adopted as part of the biennial budget for 2015. According
to the Ramsey County Assessor, the median single-family home value in
Shoreview will increase 10.2% for 2015. Council also set the budget hearing
for the first regular Council meeting in December scheduled for December 1,
2014 at 7:00 p.m.
