CITIZEN COMMENTS

Mr. Tom Nemetz and Shari Peterson, Willow Creek Townhomes, stated that they were present
to turn in a petition to the Council for review regarding the Hamline Avenue reconstruction road
project. Ms. Peterson stated that most members of the Association have signed the petition.
While pleased with the prospect of having the road improved, residents are concerned about the
removal of trees and do not want the road to be so wide that trees are taken out.

Councilmember Withhart asked if the petition can be entered into the public record before the
public hearing. Mr. Schwerm answered the petition can be received and will be included with the
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agenda packet when this matter is considered by the Council. Public Works Director Mark
Maloney added that the public hearing will be held in late March or early April.

Mayor Martin noted that when the feasibility study is presented, there will be details about the
project that are not now known, and some residents may change their opinion about the project.

Community Center Room. This is a fund-raising event to support the Slice of Shoreview. There
will be prizes, food from area restaurants, and a silent auction to mention a few of the activities
planned.
